The Louisiana Drought Team (LDT), in coordination with

the national USDM authors, agreed to decrease the area

of DO “abnormally dry” conditions along the La/AR
border but increase the area of D0 across south-central
and southeastern Louisiana. With the changes the
statewide coverage of DO increased from 23.27% to
29.33%, the highest since 11/19/24.

Conditions were dry for most of the state during the 7-
day monitoring period. Much of southeastern Louisiana
received no precipitation. After the frontal passage on
9/6, humidities decreased which exacerbated the
drying. Dryness signals were present across several
different parameters, including soil moisture and
reported field conditions (left, red); thus, DO coverage
increased.

According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service,
13% of pasture and range conditions are poor or very
poor, up from 6% on 8/10; 41% of topsoil moisture
conditions are short or very short, up from 25% on 8/10;
and 19% of subsoil moisture condition is short or very
short, down from 22% on 8/10.

BURN BANS issued for TANGIPAHOA and ST. HELENA Parishes

"M" - missing observation(s)

Tangipahoa Parish issued a parishwide burn ban on Friday, September 12th due to “dry conditions ...
resulting in dangerous fire conditions." St. Helena followed suit with a burn ban on the following day, noting
dry conditions across the parish and a shortage of available firefighters.

The bans prohibit all forms of outdoor burning, including fire pits, bonfires, and the burning of trash and yard
debris. Both burn bans are in effect until further notice.
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
